On the bus:

No
shoes on seats at any time. Do not sit on the arm rests. Gently raise and lower window shades, they jam if you release
them.

There will be NO R rated movies shown. No exceptions. Even PG-13 movies will be up to chaperone discretion.
Be tolerant of the movie choice and be glad you have a TV at all. All DVD’s should be marked with the student’s
name.
